Seminar Guidelines 

The theme for Missions Fest 2011 is:  Give Feet to Your Faith
1. To help focus our seminars, we have selected nine general seminar topics, which you will find on the following pages. We ask that you structure your seminar to fit into one topic.

2. Remember, we expect the seminars to educate, inform, and motivate our audience to be involved in the message of our theme.  We want to challenge them to make choices to live the life of Christ in their vocation, in support of missions, and in their day-to-day walk.
3. All seminar sessions are 1 hour in length. Please allow ample time (10-15 minutes suggested) for questions and discussion.  PLEASE vacate your room ASAP after your seminar to allow the next presenter time to set up for his/her presentation.  
4. Handouts are encouraged.  People love to carry out something tangible and practical.   Handouts should be notes about the seminar, and not advertising your organization.  Printed prayer items are encouraged, as they engage the listener later to consider what the seminar was about.  Printing of seminar handouts is the responsibility of the seminar presenter.

5. Please limit your submissions to a maximum of three seminars.  Our choice of seminars depends on several factors, including how many applications we receive, how well your proposed seminar fits with our theme and goals, and how many other applications we have on the same topic.   Being accepted as a presenter on one topic does not eliminate you from being accepted in another. 

6. The use of pseudonyms is advisable for those working in security sensitive areas of the world. Please be sure to document both your given name and your pseudonym on your application.  Only your pseudonym will be used in print.
7. Please note the deadline of Friday, May 20, 2011 for seminar applications.  The process of producing the Program Magazine is a lengthy one and your cooperation will help a lot.  Applications received after May 15 may not be considered.
